Extract from the regulations of the credit-module system of evaluation of educational activity of students of the third course in the subject"Pharmacology and Medical Prescription "
Specialty: "Medicine" and "Paediatrics"

2023-2024 Academic Year
The whole discipline of Pharmacology and Medical Prescription structured into one module, with the following being the basic principles of student knowledge assessment for each sub-module:
1. At each practical session, the student receives one grade for computer testing or theoretical survey on a 4-point system. Written control of a prescription is rated as "enrolled" or “not enrolled."During the lessons on the content module "General prescription," written control is also assessed on a 4-point system. Traditional rating scores are converted to points according to the traditional rating scale.

2. The VTS is included in the current control system. Points depending on volume and significance are accrued from 1 to 12 points.

3. In case of missed practical classes from the module, the student must complete them before the test work. A teacher takes the rework for missed practical classes every Thursday. The success rating for each module consists of an average score for the continuousassessment and a score for the final control. The final control of the module consists of a test of practical skills (prescription of medicines with indication of their group affiliation and indications for use) and theoretical part (theoretical questions on relevant topics and testing "Step-1") and is taken in the presence of records for each practical session.

4. The student receives credit for thesemester during the last lesson in the discipline based on the results of the continuous assessment;
· The conditions for obtaining a credit are completion of all missed practical classes and lectures, average continuous assessment grade in the discipline is not lower than "3," mandatory successful completion of the tests "Step-1" of the final lesson of the content module "Drugs that affect the functions of the nervous system," obligatory successful writing of prescriptions on the final lesson of the content module "Drugs that influence the functions of the nervous system,” mandatory implementation of OHW-1 "Drugs that affect the functions of the peripheral nervous system" and OHW-2 "Drugs that affect the functions of the central nervous system"and availability of all practical classes for 4 semesters.
· Learning outcomes are evaluated on a two-point scale (passed / not passed) and a multi-point scale.

· Average grade for continuous assessment is converted to points on a 200-point scale, according to the conversion table. The maximum number of points a student can receive from the discipline is 200.

· The minimum number of points a student must score is 120.

Students who have earned 120 or more credits per semester under the credit-modular system (grade point average of "3" and above) but have not completed at least one of the scheduled activities (ODC, protocol maintenance, Step-1 testing, and prescription content modules) or have missed practical classes and or lectures, will only be credited with60% of the points they have accumulated until they have resolved their pending issues.

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· Students who have a grade point average lower than "3" (less than 120 points) after the last lesson can increase their academic achievement through computer-based testing, which includes a bank of questions on all topics in the pharmacology course (according to the thematic lesson plan for semester 5). The student successfully passes the test if he or she gives the correct answers to at least 18 questions out of the 30 questions. In this case, the student is given an average semester grade of "3" and is credited with 120 points. Computer testing is allowed for students only after all other types of debt mentioned above have been eliminated.

5. Students have to complete all the types of task provided in the syllabus to be admitted in the examination:

· timely completion of all missed classes (practical and lecture);
· completion of all types of planned educational work: successful testing of "Step-1", writing of annual prescriptions, implementation of all OHWs and protocols for each practical training;

· Have a minimum score for continuous assessment (at least 72, which is responsible for the national “3” scale); the calculation of the number of points is made on the basis of the student's scores on the traditional scale during the study of the discipline, by calculating the arithmetic mean. The resulting value is converted to scores on a multicolour scale according to the table overleaf:
